A 29-year-old anesthetist was

A pathologist from the
Baptist Memorial Hespital,
Memphis, performed an
autopsy on Murphy Monday. It
will be 34 weeks before the
autopsy results are known,
Horn said.

GroupWants Present PCEPA Board Out

Two petitions designed to oust the
present 13-member board of
directors of the Prentiss County
Power Association and call a
members’ meeting where a new
board would be elected are
currently being circulated in
Prentiss County.

Booneville Attorney Thomas
Comer, a spokesman for PCEPA
members at the recent PCEPA
members' meeting said, “A group
of concerned members of the
PCEPA has vowed to carry on the
campaign to have the right to meet
and have a voice in their power
association.

**These people feel they represent
the feelings and opinions of most of
the members of the association in
carrying on the struggle to obtain a
few rights in their own
association,”” Comer said.

“The basic principal behind the
struggle is simply one which the
people of our country of democracy
voice every day -- the freedom to
meet and to have a voice in its af-
fairs. And the members feel that the
association's board, by careful
wording of the by-laws, has ef-
fectively denied the members any
right to meet and be heard,” he
said.

Comer said a good example of
this was the board’s decision not to
declare a quorum if even one
member less than the 1561 required
by the by-laws was present at the
recent annual meeting, “which was
held on the impossible date of
Friday, Aug. 31, at 10 o’clock in the
morning."”’

“The group of members who
campaigned so diligently and spent
a great deal of money to have an
annual meeting came very close,”
Comer said, pointing out that 1398
memberships were actually in

attendance at the meeting.

“They got the people involved and
those people are not about to give up
the fight,”” he said. '

Comer was asked about the
recent organizational meeting held
by the PCEPA board, at which
Percy White declined re-election as
board president, Whit Abernethy's
role as an advisor was terminated,
a rate reduction was voted and the
board instructed PCEPA general
manager Ronny Rowland to study
the feasibility of several by-laws
changes.

““We are not impressed by the
ever-so-late minor concessions the
board is now considering, but has
not passed, and the propaganda of
how financially sound and strong
the association is,”’ he said.

‘“America has a sound and strong
government, too. But we also have
the freedom to meet, to speak, to
vote and own and control our own
property. But, the fact is, and still

remains, that the meémbers of the
PCEPA have not voted in over 20
years, and, therefore, have had no

, voice in their association.

““The people of this county believe
| too strongly in democracy to permit
. the denial of the right to vote and

have a voice in their own affairs,”
Comer said.

One of the petitions being cir-
culated by the group calls for the
removal of all 13 present PCEPA
directors based on five specific
charges.

The directors are charged with:

*“(1) failing to obey and abide by
the Electric Power Association law
of the State of Mississippi;

*“(2) failing to abide by the
Certificate of Incorporation of the
PCEPA;

*(3) failing to abide by the by-
laws of the PCEPA;

‘‘(4) failing to operate the PCEPA
in the best interest of all members;
and

“(5) failing to allow the members
of the PCEPA to vote at the annual
meeting held August 31, 1984.”

The second petition requests a
special meeting of PCEPA mem-
bers to be held at 2 p.m. on Satur-
day, Nov. 3, 1984, at the Northeast
Junior College gymnasium “for the
purpose of voting for removal of all
Directors and election of new
Directors to fill the vacancies
created by such removal and for
any other business that may
properly be considered by the
membership.”

Each petition requires the
signatures of 20 percent of the
cooperative’s 10,400 members, 2,080
signatures.

“‘Other than the annual meeting,
this is the only procedure allowed
by the present by-laws for members
to have anything to do with the
association,”” Comer said regarding

PCEPA Board Votes October
Electricity Rate Reduction

At its annual organizational
meeting Tuesday night, Sept. 4, the
board of directors of the Prentiss
County Electric Power Association
elected new officers, discussed
changes to the cooperative’s by-

.Jaws and instructed general
" manager Honny Rowland to

compile information and report
back to them, and voted to reduce

electric rates to the next lower TVA
rate level.

According to Rowland, the new
rate schedule, which will go into
effect Oct. 2, would lower
residential rates from 4.195 cents
per kilowatt hour to 4.162 for the
first 2,000 kwh and from 4.851 per
kwh to 4.818 per additional kwh.

“The residential initial customer
charge drops from $1.80 to $1.65,”
he said.

General Power Rates (Business

Rates) include a demand charge,
an energy charge and a customer
charge, Rowland explained.

The present demand charge per
kilowatt per month is $0.00 for the
first 50 kilowatts, $4.69 per kw for
the next 50 kw and $4.99 for each
additional kilowatt. That will
decrease to $0.00, $4.50 and $4.80,
respectively.

The present energy charge is

1984-85 $1.2 Million Budget

A 10 percent across-the-board pay
increase for city employees has
been discussed, but no official
action has been taken, according to
City Clerk June Hutcheson.

City employees did not receive a
pay increase last year. In 1982 they

The total budget is set for
$1,228,219. Although there could be
some changes, the budget is ex-
pected to be approved at the Sept. 25
board meeting. :

Of the 58.5
mills, 27 will go for schools with the

QUESTION: Why does  the
Bible state different stories
about the same subject in the
books of the Bibles as in Matt.,
Mark, Luke, etc.?

ANSWER: This is a very good
question and it shows that
attention has been given to the
things being read. To some this
may weaken the argument for
the inspiration of the Bible, but
to me it is a strong point, If
each book was written exactly alike then questions would arise as to
copying each other. Certainly there are differences in the recordings of
the events, but this is not to be confused with contradictions. (1) These
differences state for all that there was no collusion between the various
writers. This establishes the credibility of each writer. (1) News
coverage may be accurate but different. Illus. The President and Mrs.
Reagan will visit Mississippi; The President will visit Mississippi; The
President will be accompanied by several senators. Genealogical
records of Matthew and Luke are different. Matthew shows (1) The
legal decent of Jesus from David iiicigi. Joseph. (2) Luke traces the
line to David through Nathan, but Matthew traces it through Solomon.
