The Mississippi Supreme
Court has upheld the murder
conviction and life sentence of a
Prentiss County man convicted
in the shooting of his wife.

Jessie Eugene Roberts was
convicted in Prentiss County
Circuit Court in June 1982 for
shooting his wife, Ruby
Roberts, in the head on Dec. 18,
1981, at the couple’s home.

The court upheld the con-
viction Wednesday of last
week,

Roberts’ attorneys had ap-
pealed, citing alleged technical
errors in instructions to jurors
and claiming that pictures of
Mrs. Roberts’ body should not
have been admitted at the trial.

The court rejected all the
assignments of error and
upheld the conviction.

Five More
Drug Arrests

Five additional arrests have been
made in what law authorities call a
“round-up of alleged drug dealers
in Prentiss County.”

The last five people charged are
Gary Ross, 27, Corinth, sale of
hydromorphone; James Stanley
Foster, 20, Booneville, sale of
marijuana; Danny Stevenson, 32,
and Sherry Stevenson, 24, both of
Tuka, sale of marijuana; and Frank
Dilworth, 28, Rienzi, sale of
marijuana.

Early Wednesday morning of last
week law authorities arrested 20
people who had been indicted by the
Prentiss County grand jury on drug
charges.

The arrests were a result of a six-
month undercover operation in
Prentiss County that was conducted
by the Mississippi Bureau of
Narcotics, the Prentiss County
Sheriff’'s Department, and the
Booneville and Baldwyn Police
Departments.

The operation resulted in 40 drug
charges against 36 persons, in-
cluding 4 juveniles, according to Lt.
Charles W. Spillers of the
Mississippi Bureau of Narcotics.

The charges involved 32 sales of
marijuana, 6 sales of
hydromophone (dilaudid), 1 sale
of cocaine and 1 charge of delivery
of marijuana, Spillers said.

All 25 people who have been
arrested thus far were arraigned in
Prentiss County Circuit Court
Monday and Tuesday, according to
County Attorney John Hatcher.

All of the cases will be scheduled
for the February term of court
except the case concerning Merita
Cooper, 20, of Route 4, Booneville,
who was indicted for sale of
hydromorphone. ‘She wanted a
trial next week and she will get it,”
Hatcher said.

Most of the people arrested in the
‘““drug round-up” are out of jail on
-bond, according to Prentiss County
Sheriff W.V. Horn.

Those still in jail are Mack White,
30, Route 1, Saltillo, sale of
marijuana, $5,000 bond; and Eddie
Cooper, 24, August Circle Apts.,
Booneville, two counts sale of
hydromorphone, $20,000 bond.

Others still in jail are James
Stanley Foster, 20, Booneville, sale
of marijuana; Steve Berryhill, 20,
Route 3, Rienzi, three counts sale of
hydromorphone; and Gary Ross,
27, Corinth, sale of hyr-
dromorphone. There was no bond
set for those three men, Horn said.

Horn also said that the rummors
that a public official and local at-
torney had been indicted during the
drug round-up were false.

“Those rumors are totally untrue
andI don’t know how they started,”
Horn said Tuesday.

45 Four-Lane

Grand Jury Returns 55

The Prentiss County Grand Jury
has returned 55 true bills -- possibly
the highest, number of indictments
ever returned by a Prentiss County
grand jury.

There were 36 indictments
returned against people who local
law enforcement officials termed
“alleged drug dealers in Prentiss
County.’’ Those indictments capped
a six-month undercover operation

conducted by the Mississippi
Bureau of Narcotics and the
Prentiss County Sheriff’s Depart-
ment along with the Booneville and
Baldwyn Police Departments.

Six of the indictments remain
secret until those named are taken
into custody by law authorities.

TV-53 May Be On Air In December

Early December is now the target
date for Booneville's new low-power
television station, TV-53, to go on
the air, according to station
manager Julian Graddick.

Graddick said, though initial
plans called for going on the air in
September, financing problems for
the $100,000 station have caused
delays.

Terms of

the Federal Com-

munications Commission franchisé
call for low-power stations to be on
the air within one year after
awarding of the franchise. Dove
Corporation, parent company of
TV-53, received its franchise in mid-
January 1983.

Though Graddick originally in-
dicated that TV-53 did not plan to
produce a local news program, he
now seems to be having second
thoughts.

“Throughout the United States,
according to information we have

obtained about low-power television
companies that are being very
successful, they are being suc-
cessful with a heavy dose of local
programming, which, of course,
leading the way in that local
programming is local news,” "he
said.

“‘Initially, we had not planned to
open up with a local news segment
because it was, in some ways, cost-
prohibitive, We’'ll need reporters;
we would need full-time camera
people; we would need a vehicle,”

he said.
‘‘And, then, if that reporter would
not be able to get back to the studio,
do the proper editing and get the
show together, we’d have to have an
anchor-man of some type to do that.
‘““And the only way that I would be
able to get a news show started as
we get on the air would be with local
advertisers’ consent.’’ Graddick
said this meant getting sponsors for
that news coverage on a long-term
basis.
‘‘But,

basically, across the

country, low-power TV is being
extremely successful. But it is
being so with local programming,”
Graddick said.

“And, naturally, it’s common
sense that, if we can offer the people
of Booneville programming that
they cannot get on any other dial on
their television scfeen, then,
naturally, they’ll turn to us to see
what we're doing.

“And, if we can attract the
