An intradepartmental squabble in
the Booneville Police Department,
that apparently began with a
January arrest, may reach its
climax Friday at a recess meeting
of the Booneville Board of Mayor
and Aldermen.

Booneville Police Lieutenant
James Pennington, who was
recently placed on a two week

suspension, faces possible demotion

immediately. Less than one week
later, the new management an-
nounced that a $5.1 millien
renovation and expansion project
was being planned for the
Booneville hospital.

After several revisions of the
original plan, the Mississippi
Health Care Commission approved
the hospital's application for the
project. Groundbreaking
ceremonies were held in August
1983 with actual construction
beginning shortly thereafter.

THE FIRST PHASE of the
project, now nearing completion,
involved the destruction of A-wing
and the addition of a new, three-
